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English is the primary language of international scientific communication, and dentists require strong
English—-speaking and listening skills to effectively interact with English—speaking patients and healthcare
professionals, both within and beyond Japan. English Speaking and Listening Il (ESL II) builds upon the
communication skills developed in ESL |, emphasizing active engagement with Internet-based videos and
original audio materials related to oral hygiene and basic conversations between dentists and patients. The
course places a strong focus on active learning through discussions, oral presentations, and interaction
with online—learning resources, making active participation essential. Classes will be conducted entirely in
English to maximize exposure to the target language.
