(1) This course will begin with a focus on the reading of medical texts: short case summaries and authentic
medical research paper abstracts. Students will learn how to identify the underlying structure and key information
in texts without translating them into Japanese. In the latter half of the course the focus will be on doctor—
patient interviews: the structure of an interview, and the appropriate language to use with patients.

(2) Classes will be conducted in Fnglish so as to meximize exposure to the target
language. Students will find it useful to review chapters 14 of the textbook before the course begins, and will
be required to devote approximately 1-2 hours each week to the completion of homework assignments. Students who do
not do so will find it extremely difficult to pass.
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
